Jón Björn Skúlason (Icelandic New Energy) did a presentation on the status on 



hydrogen in Iceland;


- New project “SMART-H2”: Sustainable Marine & Road Transport – H2 in Iceland



including demonstration of fleet of 20-40 hydrogen cars, demonstration of an auxiliary 



boat engine, testing of infrastructure for different users and increasing the availability



of hydrogen within Reykjavik/Iceland.



- With the introduction of passenger cars more refuelling station are needed.



- New station is being negotiated from a new company “Icelandic Hydrogen” with a



production of 5-25 kg H2/day.



- In EC funded project to make a “handbook for approval of hydrogen refuelling 



stations.

Lilja Guðmundsdottir (Icelandic New Energy) did a presentation on the first joint



NAHA project on H2 infrastructure in Vestnorden:


- The project will evaluate the current electric grid of Reykjavik, Tórshavn and Nuuk 



to see if they can deliver the power needed to cover foreseen hydrogen demand.



The project will check if a similar approach can be applied in smaller locations such



as Iqaluit in Nunavut (Canada).


The partners are: SEV and Jarðfeingi from the Faroe Islands, Nukissiorfiit from



Greenland, Reykjavik Energy and Icelandic New Energy from Iceland, Hydro from



Norway and Qulliq Energy Corporation from Nunavut (Canada).



The first project meeting will be held on Friday the 7th of September 2007 in


Stavanger.

iii.  Peter Kjeldmann (Nukissiorfiit) did a presentation on hydrogen activities in


Greenland:

- Nukissiorfiit is lead partner in a project called H2Q – hydrogen to headquarter.


It is a multiple phase project, where the goal is to produce hydrogen from excess

hydro power capacity, storing it, and using it for electricity consumption at the HQ

through a fuel cell. The goal of the phase is to gather information on the consumption

trends of the HQ in order to design the whole system. Furthermore Nukissiorfiit is

visiting multiple producers of hydrogen technology.

Phase one includes partners from the national airport authorities and the national

hospital and will end summer 2008. Phase one has received funding from Greenland

Home Rule.

The second phase would end in summer 2009 where a total system (production,
storage, usage) is up and running.

- H2 CD: Translation, production and publishing of INE/GAGARIN CD with

animation film on H2. To be distributed to educational institutions, libraries etc. and

included in teachers guide book for energy education for the 6th to 9th grade.

Partners: Jarðfeingi and Greenlandic schoolbook publishing company.

Funding promised partly from Greenland Home Rule.
- H2 tax exemption: Nukissiorfiit is in contact with the Greenlandic tax authorities 
regarding tax exemption on H2 related products.
iv.
Sigurð í Jákupsstovu (Jarðfeingi) did a presentation on the Nólsoy project:


- The project is to generate electricity from wind turbines and use surplus to make



hydrogen and heat for the 100 households and 165 people on Nólsoy.


The project consortium will make feasibility study by end of 2007.



The project partners are Statoil, Hydro, Enercon, SEV, Tórshavn municipality, the



Faroese government and Jarðfeingi.

8.2:
Joint conference in Iceland 2008
